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Consulting Meteorologist in Training (CMIT) Program: 

The CMIT program is an optional first step toward obtaining the Certified Consulting Meteorologist (CCM) credential.  It is designed for meteorological professionals who are just beginning their careers. It is an opportunity for those who have entered the field within the last five years to demonstrate their expertise in the field of atmospheric science.

The CMIT program offers the availability of a CCM mentor
 for up to a seven-year period to provide a CMIT with professional workforce guidance and introduction into a network of senior, well-respected CCMs.

All CMITs are invited to participate annually at the CCM Breakfast and Forum at the AMS Annual Meeting and are required to participate in the Program to Recognize Continued Professional Development by CCMs

Participation in the CMIT Program is available: 

· to anyone who holds a baccalaureate or higher degree from an accredited institution of higher learning in the atmospheric or related sciences and who has less than five years of qualifying meteorological work experience subsequent to his/her highest degree or,
· to anyone who holds a baccalaureate or higher degree from an accredited institution of higher learning in some other science or a related field and is currently engaged in a professional activity in which his or her knowledge is applied to the advancement or application of the atmospheric or related sciences and who has less than five years of qualifying meteorological work experience subsequent to his/her highest degree.

Individuals interested in the CMIT program must submit an application to take the general CMIT exam no later than the fifth anniversary of their graduation from their latest degree program.  A completed application must be submitted to AMS with the appropriate application fee (See attached Fee Schedule). 

CMIT Examination And Guide

Applicants approved for admittance to the program must pass a qualifying examination to demonstrate their knowledge of general meteorology within 12 months of receiving notification of approval to take the exam.  The examination will be closed book and consist of a combination of 100 multiple choice and true/false questions.
  A grade of 75 or higher is required to pass the written exam.  Failure to pass the exam will require re-examination; only one re-exam attempt is allowed.  An additional charge is required for retesting.  Re-examination must be completed within 12 months or an additional re-application fee is required.  After re-application only one testing is allowed.  After two failures of the exam applicants will not be allowed to reapply for participation in the program.

The AMS offers an examination guide to assist individuals in preparing for the CMIT written examination
.  All policies and procedures for the administration of the CMIT exam are essentially the same as those adopted by the AMS for the CBM.  The CMIT program will be administered through the CCM Board (BCCM).  Passing scores, for all BCCM exams, are determined by the CCM Board. 

Individuals passing the CMIT exam are awarded the CMIT certificate and the title “Consulting Meteorologist In Training”.  They will be allowed to use the initials of “CMIT” after their name in official correspondence if they so choose, but only during the valid period of the certificate. The CMIT title expires on the seventh anniversary of its issuance date; this allows the opportunity to obtain five years of meteorological work experience and ample time to apply for full CCM status through the normal process outlined for the CCM credential.  During this time, the association with a CCM, who has volunteered to act as a mentor, is offered to each CMIT
. 

If a CMIT candidate fails to obtain a passing score on her/his first attempt at the CMIT examination, it can be taken once more, provided it can be completed within one year from the date of the failed exam.  If failed a second time, the candidate will be informed via letter that if she/he wishes to continue to pursue the CCM credential, the CMIT avenue to full CCM certification is closed and the full CCM application and testing process must be entered into anew if the CCM credential is desired.

CMITs pay an annual program renewal fee for each year they remain in the CMIT program
, and they are expected to apply for CCM certification status not earlier than five years, nor later than seven years after acquiring their CMIT status.  The expectation is that during this time period they will have obtained five full years of meteorological science related work experience acceptable to the CCM Board (BCCM). At that time, a CMIT must submit a CCM application with the appropriate fee in order to start the CCM application process.  If the work experience as submitted on the application is not acceptable to the BCCM, the examination application fee will be returned with a letter explaining the deficiency.

� CCMs who act as mentors are awarded CPD points for each CMIT they take under their “wing;” however, CPD points will accumulate for only a maximum of two CMITs per mentor per year. 





� Title of the CPD program will be changed to “Program to Recognize Continued Professional Development by CCMs and CMITs”.





� The CMIT examination will be derived from the “LaserGrade” written test data base utilized for the Certified Broadcast Meteorologist (CBM) program. 





� The CMIT Study Guide will mimic the CBM program Study Guide.





� Every effort will be made to provide a CCM mentor for each and every CMIT; however, a CCM mentor can not be guaranteed.  The offer of a volunteer CCM to act as a mentor is contingent upon their being a CCM volunteer for such an assignment and one whose related work experience is compatible with the expectations of the CMIT. 





� Payable along with their annual AMS dues should they be, or become, an AMS member.
