WIND ENERGY SLATED TOPIC FOR OREGON METEOROLIGISTS’ SPRING MEETING APRIL 25 AT OREGON MUSEM OF SCIENCE AND INDUSTRY 

PORTLAND, Ore. (April 12, 2006) — Oregon meteorologists and other OMSI visitors will learn more about wind energy and the role weather plays in powering this clean, renewable energy source at the upcoming American Meteorological Society (AMS) meeting at OMSI on Tuesday, April 25, from 11 a.m. to 12 noon. 

Hosted by OMSI and the Oregon Chapter of the AMS, the spring technical meeting will welcome two wind energy experts from PPM Energy, a local Portland utility owned by Scottish Power Company. PPM Energy is a leader in wind energy development and has created 830 megawatts in wind-energy capability, with a goal of 2300 megawatts by 2010.

Bob Baker, manager of PPM Energy’s wind assessment program, will talk about the mechanics of wind turbines, how turbines create energy, and how one situates or maps out a good location to place a wind turbine.  
Justin Sharp, PPM Energy’s wind energy meteorologist, will talk about meteorology and how certain airflow patterns can make for a good wind farm location.
The event will be held in OMSI’s auditorium and is free to the public. OMSI is located at 1945 SE Water Avenue, Portland, Oregon 97214.
