
90TH  AMS ANNUAL MEETING
The 90th AMS Annual Meeting will be held 17±21 

January 2010 at the Georgia World Congress Center 
in Atlanta, Georgia. Eric Barron, Ed Olenic, and 

Marshall Shepherd are the 2010 Annual Meeting Co-
chairpersons, leading the organization of the meeting.

The 2010 Annual Meeting is being organized 
around the broad theme of ªWeather, Climate, and 
Society: New Demands on Science and Services.º 
Recent international, national, and regional assess-
ments, as well as recent observed trends, make it 
clear that the weather and climate of the twenty-
first century are unlikely to be comparable to what 
human and natural systems have adapted to during 
the twentieth century. Currently, global societies 
are struggling to address adaptation and mitigation 
issues related to changes in ecosystem services and 
socioeconomic services compounded by ongoing 
and projected changes in climate and weather ex-
tremes. Nonstationary (evolving) weather and cli-
mate present many scientific and service challenges. 
Increased predictive capabilities are becoming more 
critical for protecting life and property, promoting 
economic vitality, national defense, and enabling 
environmental stewardship. Weather and climate 
services, including communication with users of 
the data, data management, forecasts, projections, 
and education, are likely to play an increasingly 
important role in the development of socioeconomic 
and defense policies, industrial and military opera-
tions, and the motivation for the emergence of new 
economic opportunities. 

The specialty conferences, symposia, and special 
sessions that compose the 2010 Annual Meeting 
present an enormous number of potential topics of 
interest that have bearing on the meeting's theme. 
These include advances in modeling, from local to 
regional and larger scales and from deterministic to 
ensemble prediction; communication to stakeholders 
that addresses issues of policy, operations, and new 
opportunities; data collection, interpretation, and 
assimilation; research of anomalous weather and 
climate events; mitigation and adaptation to climate 
change; new challenges for applied meteorology and 
climatology; education and outreach; and the emer-
gence of new scientific partnerships.

The meeting will also feature short courses, nu-
merous town hall meetings, the Sunday WeatherFest, 
the Presidential Policy Forum, and two special named 
symposia, honoring Joachim Kuettner and Warren 
Washington.

There will be two poster sessions, each 2 days long. 
The first will take place on Monday and Tuesday 
morning; the second starts on Wednesday morning 
and ends on Thursday afternoon. 

The Ninth Annual AMS Student Conference and 
Career Fair, with a theme of ªNew Demands on At-
mospheric Science: Ways to be Innovative with Your 
Degree,º will provide junior and senior undergradu-
ate and first-year graduate students with information 
and insights for making effective career decisions.

Refreshing Our Ocean Research Priorities
Monday, 18 January, 12:15±1:15 P.M.; Room B212
The U.S. National Science and Technology Council's 
Joint Subcommittee on Ocean Science and Technol-
ogy (JSOST) advises the administration on national 
issues of ocean science and technology. In 2007, 
JSOST wrote ªCharting the Course for Ocean Sci-
ence in the United States for the Next Decade: An 
Ocean Research Priorities Plan and Implementation 
Strategy (Charting the Course).º JSOST developed 
the unique document in conjunction with its federal 
partners and the broad ocean science community 
including academia, industry, and nongovernmental 
organizations (NGOs). 

JSOST and its member agencies have spent the 
intervening years working on the implementation 
of the four near-term priorities (NTPs) presented in 

Charting the Course: 1) forecasting the response of 
coastal ecosystems to persistent forcing and extreme 
events; 2) comparative analysis of marine ecosystem 
organization; 3) sensors for marine ecosystems; and 
4) assessing meridional overturning circulation 
variabilityÐimplications for rapid climate change. 
Implementation activities have included using Chart-
ing the Course as a point of departure for commis-
sioning a study by the National Research Council 
on the types of U.S. ocean infrastructure that will 
facilitate research in 2030. 

In the years since Charting the Course was re-
leased, much has changed in our understanding of the 
ocean, its processes and its role in the Earth system 
as a whole. Much has also changed in our ability to 
access, explore, observe, and model the ocean and 
its communities. In light of these changes, JSOST 
has begun the process of refreshing the priorities in 
Charting the Course. During the summer of 2009, 
public comments were solicited through a ªdear 
colleague letterº and a Federal Register notice. This 
Town Hall Meeting will give members of the ocean 
science and technology community an opportunity to 
provide input into the refresh process and to discuss 
progress made to date with the chairs of JSOST.

Weather and Climate Priorities of the New 
Administration, the 111th Congress, and the 
Atmospheric Sciences Community: Convergence?

In a speech to members of the National Academy of 
Sciences last April, President Obama announced new

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initiatives and investments in scientific research, in-
novation, and education, and declared that the new 
administration would restore science to its ªrightful 
place.º Since then, the president has made key leader-
ship appointments; a climate change bill has passed 
the House and is now being debated in the Senate; 
the fiscal year 2010 budget requests for the National 
Science Foundation (NSF), National Institute of Stan-
dards and Technology (NIST), and the Department 
of Energy's (DOE) Office of Science are on a doubling 
track; and both the House and Senate have provided 
the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administra-
tion (NOAA) with substantial increases.

This Town Hall Meeting, sponsored by the 
Weather Coalition, will focus on issues of importance 
to our community that have received attention this 
year from the Executive Branch and the Congress. 
Have our priorities indeed converged in some areas 
with those of the country's leaders? Are we making 
progress? How effectively have we seized any momen-
tum and advocated for our priorities? How may we 
advance our cause during the latter half of the 111th 
Congress? Issues and legislation to be discussed will 
include the establishment of a national hurricane re-
search initiative, enhancement of observing systems 
(a ªnetwork of networksº), and the community's in-
volvement with the creation and implementation of a 
National Climate Service. Please join us to lend your 
voice to this informative community discussion.

Harnessing the Expertise of All Sectors to 
Overcome the Atmospheric and Oceanographic 
Challenges of Renewable Energy
Monday, 18 January, 7:00±8:00 P.M.; Room B212
Much of the world's current renewable energy comes 
from wind and solar sources, with rapid expansion 
of both expected in the next few years. Hydrokinetic 
technologies (which aim to use the energy of wave, 
tides, and currents) are in early stages of development; 
a small number of prototypes and demonstrations 
units have been tested. In order for energy compa-
nies to make full use of these renewable, carbon-free 
sources of energy, they need to know when this 
energy will be available. Immediate unmet needs of 
the renewable energy community include improved 
forecasts on the 0±6-hour time scale, improved 

parameterizations of the boundary layer, better 
measurements such as winds at turbine heights and 
direct solar beam, and tailored forecasts from the pri-
vate sector. The integration of wind and solar energy 
into the electric grid, and demands for transmission 
and storage, will require very accurate wind and 
cloud forecasts. On longer time scales, interannual 
and decadal climate variability and changeÐboth 
natural and anthropogenicÐwill affect each of these 
renewable resources. Research is needed to determine 
the inadvertent effects of removing large amounts of 
energy from the atmosphere and oceans on the en-
vironment, weather, and climate of varying temporal 
and spatial scales. The successful transition toward 
more renewable energy usage lies in the fields of at-
mospheric and oceanographic science. Fortunately, 
the community is well poised to address these impor-
tant issues and the benefits of these efforts will have 
strong positive impacts on many other weather- and 
climate-dependent communities including aviation, 
transportation, and human health.

This Town Hall Meeting will build from the AMS 
Summer Meeting and the efforts of the Commission 
on the Weather and Climate Enterprise to help iden-
tify appropriate roles for private industry, academia, 
and government. We will discuss the meteorological 
challenges that must be surmounted before large 
quantities of renewable energy can be integrated 
into the nation's electric grid. Effective collaboration 
among federal and state agencies, academia, and the 
private sector is essential for harnessing the range of 
expertise needed to overcome these obstacles. The 
Commission is forming a committee to continue to 
address this growing area, and solicits broad com-
munity input.

A Discussion of the AMS Policy Statement on 
the B.S. Degree

This Town Hall Meeting solicits input to inform the 
upcoming revision to the AMS Policy Statement on 
the Bachelor's Degree in the Atmospheric Science. 
The primary purpose of this policy statement is to 
provide guidance to university faculty and admin-
istrators who are seeking to establish and maintain 
undergraduate programs in atmospheric science. 
It describes the minimum curricular composition, 
faculty size, and facility requirements recommended 
by the AMS for an undergraduate degree program in 
atmospheric science. 
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Representatives of the committee charged by the 
AMS Council with revising the policy statement will 
be present to describe their process and invite audi-
ence input. This Town Hall Meeting will follow a 
panel discussion, hosted by the Education and Policy 
Symposia, entitled ªPreparing the Next Generation 
to Meet New Demands on Science and Services,º 
which will discuss many of the issues that influence 
the policy statement.

Ad Hoc Committee on Uncertainty in Forecasts 
(ACUF) Update
Tuesday, 19 January, 12:15±1:15 P.M.; Room B212
Uncertainty is a fundamental characteristic of fluid 
system prediction including weather, climate, and 
hydrological forecasts. According to the National 
Research Council (NRC) report Completing the 
Forecast: Characterizing and Communicating Un-
certainty for Better Decisions Using Weather and 
Climate Forecasts, ªeffective communication of 
uncertainty information in hydrometeorological 
forecasts benefits users' decisions.º Although there 
are notable exceptions, many current forecast prod-
ucts are based on a single deterministic prediction 
with no accompanying forecast uncertainty infor-
mation. Consequently, decisions by users at all levels 
are generated largely without the benefit of knowing 
and accounting for the inherent uncertainties of the 
forecast upon which they rely. 

The purpose of this Town Hall Meeting is to pres-
ent the draft implementation plan of the American 
Meteorological Society's (AMS) Commission on the 
Weather and Climate Enterprise (CWCE) Ad Hoc 
Committee on Uncertainty in Forecasts (ACUF) 
and stimulate thought and discussion as it moves 
into the final months of completing its deliverables. 
This committee has a great opportunity to propose a 
Weather and Climate Enterprise±wide foundation for 
developing, producing, and providing new forecast 
uncertainty products and services that will benefit 
the nation. The committee's work also has the ability 
to create a way forward for forecast uncertainty, as 
an opportunity to establish a paradigm of mutually 
beneficial roles and responsibilities for enterprise 
partners to plan and execute other initiatives and 
endeavors as recommended in the National Research 
Council's 2003 report Fair Weather: Effective Part-
nerships in Weather and Climate Forecasts.

Precipitation Analyses for Hydrologic 
Applications

Construction of precipitation analyses of refined 
quality is a crucial and indispensable component of 
improving hydrological and hydrometeorological 
monitoring, analysis, and forecasting. A successful 
effort to improve the land precipitation analyses re-
quires effective collaborations between the analysis 
developers and potential users in hydrology and other 
fields and needs to be organized in concert with asso-
ciated hydrological±hydrometeorological projects.
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Accordingly, this Town Hall Meeting is a first step 
toward reaching out to the hydrology communities 
to discuss issues and seek feedback on the potential 
problems and future requirements for hydrological 
applications. 

Topics to be discussed at the meeting include the re-
quirements for gridded precipitation analyses; existing 
gridded analyses; ensemble versus single-value precipi-
tation analyses; organizational plans/possibilities for 
future gridded analyses; science, data, and applications 
issues; and the potential for future collaboration.

Severe Weather Impacts on Clinics, Hospitals, 
and Other Medical Facilities
Wednesday, 20 January, 12:15±1:15 P.M.; Room B213
Much attention has been given to the capacity of 
medical facilities to handle major bio- or radiologi-
cal terror attacks or pandemic viral outbreaks. It is 
certainly important to be prepared for these rare, but 
potentially very major, events. However, almost no 
attention has been given to the preparedness of medi-
cal facilities for severe weather events that are usually 
not major (unless you are the affected facility), nor 
as widespread, but which are much more frequent. It 
is difficult to find a day in the United States during 
which at least one medical facility has not been af-
fected by a weather event, even if it is only the loss of 
power in a severe thunderstorm. 

At this Town Hall Meeting, hospital and clinical 
staff leaders will discuss their harrowing experiences 
prior to, during, and after their facilities were struck 
by a natural disaster such as a tornado, a hurricane, 
major flooding, or a wildfire. This meeting will in-
clude a discussion of how these staff members used, 
when they used, or why they did not use weather 
information to prepare for the event. In most cases, 
these staff personel made very little or no use of avail-
able weather, hydrological, or smoke plume forecasts. 
The role of private weather companies in assisting 
hospitals in their interpretation and use of weather 
information and the inclusion of such information in 
their hospitals' emergency plans will be addressed. 
Finally, a summary of the results of an AMS Policy 
Forum on Rising above the Weather, which was held 
in April 2009 and which included discussion of many 
of these issues as well as an outline of a way forward 
to address them, will be presented. We hope that the 
audience will bring forward additional ideas on ways 
to assist medical facilities with the use and interpreta-
tion of weather information and, hence, improve their 
preparedness and decrease their risk during severe 
weather events.

His passion for soaring led him to 
study mountain lee waves for his dissertation research, 
which resulted in the first-ever physical description of 
lee waves and a dynamic hypothesis to explain them.

Over the following eight decades, Joach's extraor-
dinarily broad scientific intellect and singular lead-
ership qualities resulted in an amazingly diverse and 
important set of contributions to science worldwide.

Joach's 140 publications cover the fields of atmo-
spheric physics, aeronautics, and astronautics. His 
main scientific work in meteorology has been con-

cerned with the airflow over mountains, organized 
convection, gravity waves, atmospheric electric-
ity, sea±air interaction, radiation, and tropical and 
satellite meteorology, while his astronautical work 
primarily concerned manned space flight. Add to this 
Joach's nearly four decades of leadership of some of 
the world's largest and most complex scientific field 
campaigns, and one begins to fathom the scope of 
this extraordinary man's scientific accomplishments 
and contributions.

Throughout his adult life, Joach has continued to 
pursue his passion and remained deeply engaged in 
soar gliding. He is a legend among the world's elite 
soar glider pilots. 

The theme of the symposium is ªWinds over the 
Mountains: A Remarkable Man's Love Affair with 
Flight and Mountain Waves.º The symposium will 
consist of invited oral presentations and solicited input 
from colleagues and friends for a book to be presented 
to Joach.

AMS Green Conference Guidelines
As a scientific and professional organization whose 
members are keenly aware of environmental issues, 
the AMS strives to be in the forefront of environ-
mental stewardship. As atmospheric scientists, 
members of the Society are particularly concerned 
about rapidly increasing atmospheric greenhouse 
gas concentrations and associated climate change. 
The AMS Green Meetings Committee has created 
guidelines that summarize the Society's commitment 
to conducting conferences in a manner that stresses 
responsible use of natural resources and minimiza-
tion of greenhouse gas emissions and other waste 
and pollutants. These guidelines are provided for 
coordinators, committees, contractors, and all AMS 
members, as well as AMS staff, and aim to educate 
and inspire continued mitigation of greenhouse gas 
emissions both within AMS and the larger society. 
These guidelines should be continually evaluated 
as technologies and mitigation options 
continue to develop. For further infor-
mation, please reference the following 
Web page: www.ametsoc.org/MEET/
greenconferenceguidelines.html.

Carbon Offsets
AMS recognizes that personal travel 
to its professional meetings likely rep-
resents the largest contribution to the 
carbon footprint of its meetings and is 
probably a significant fraction of each 
attendee's personal carbon footprint. 
The average round-trip commercial 
f light to an AMS meeting is about 
2000 miles and produces roughly 1700 
lb of CO2 per passenger. Consistent
